Nisos Sérifos (Serifo) This island is an oasis of peace and quiet as it has been overlooked by mass tourism and thus spared the giddy
development on the archipelago's other islands. Its 1500-or-so inhabitants live in the two main towns: Livadi, which is the island's only
port and yacht harbour; and Serifos, the capital, which perches on a rocky hillside overlooking Livadi.Hora is one of the Cyclades' most
characteristic villages, with its white houses and narrow maze-like streets. It is home to the remains of a Venetian castle, an archaeology
museum displaying Mycenaean artefacts. The village also boasts a folklore museum and an open-air theatre, which puts on cultural and

arts events in summer. It has a medical centre, but otherwise amenities are basic.
The island's few remaining villages are but small clusters of houses with a few tavenas and little else.The tavernas are usually to be found

The interior is barren and rocky in places, lush and green in others, with chapels and houses popping up here and there.The SW coast is
dented with numerous quarries and mining buildings that testify to the island's ancient industrial past.
South of Megalo Livadi lies the Cyclops' cave of Homer's Odyssey with what is said to be their throne.

The meltemi channels into Ormos Livadi, with strong gusts fanning out at the bay’s entrance.

In summer, the harbour is often full, but various anchoring options are available.

Anchor in 8-15m off Avlomonas beach outside the swimming area, or in the NE corner where the waters are more shallow. Three mooring
buoys are available in the W part. A yacht can also anchor off the two beaches: Livadakia in 5-8m; Karavi in 3-7m. Alternatively, anchor at
Ak.Vourlia and take a line ashore. Your anchor will generally struggle to dig in and holding should be checked.

Shelter is good in the meltemi, although it gusts down into the bay. It is open to southerlies, but they are rare in summer.

Limani Livadi, the island's only port, is administered by the
P\\,\bﬂ\o"‘as Livadi S')'lltos harbour office..Ferrie.s berth at the E mole, but some
5 visitors berths are available in the W basin. Using an anchor is
prohibited inside, but some laid moorings are available.Yachts
W@E can use their anchor when mooring on the outside of the quays.
It can get bumpy here with the meltemi and holding becomes
unreliable, so give out plenty of scope.
The water and electricity points are activated with a pre-paid
card available at shops in the port vicinity. Fuel (@& +30 22810

Basic amenities and various car rentals in Livadi town.Buses and
taxis for Serifos village; alternatively it is a 1.5km walk.
