Who among us has never dreamed of being a pirate, or a treasure 

hunter in search of shipwrecks resting on the ocean floor?

Diving in search of sunken ships brings us back to childhood, eyes 

filled with wonder before a completely alien world — its colours, 

its light, its laws.
